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Abstract

This article is devoted to a review of the printed manual “Rhodesian Army Handbook On
Terrorist Vehicles And Aircraft”, intended for personnel of the Rhodesian Army. This manual was
issued late in the war against the rebels to familiarize soldiers with the types of armored vehicles
and aircraft at their disposal. The research methodology is represented by both general scientific
(content analysis and abstract-logical method) and special historical research methods (narrative,
historical-typological and historical-genetic methods). In conclusion, it is noted that most of the
equipment presented in the manual was of Soviet production, as well as some models of French
armored vehicles, and also that the bulk of the military equipment supplied to the rebels was
already quite outdated at the time of the events in question.
