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Abstract

This article is devoted to the study of Soviet and Russian poster art about the protection of
state secrets in the army, as well as an analysis of the features of this propaganda work of the two
periods under consideration. As research materials, the work uses various propaganda posters of
the Soviet and Russian period, which are devoted to the topic of protecting state and military
secrets. The research methodology is represented by both general scientific and special historical
research methods. This article consists of 2 main thematic sections (“Soviet poster art on the
protection of state secrets in the army”, “Poster art on the protection of state secrets in the army of
modern Russia”), each of which examines propaganda narratives of the Soviet and modern Russian
period. In conclusion, the author draws conclusions about the characteristics of Soviet and modern
Russian propaganda, which are devoted to the topic of protecting state and military secrets in the
army, as well as its features, similarities and differences.
