Hidden Propaganda in the lzvestia Newspaper

Abstract

The article examines texts from the lzvestia newspaper, No. 2, 7, 10 for January 1942, which
highlight the military successes and heroism of the Red Army, volunteers and residents of the
USSR during the war. They are examples of military propaganda emphasizing the unity of the front
and rear, the heroism of the Soviet people and the inevitability of victory over the enemy.
The materials focus on the weakness of the enemy, glorify the feat of Soviet soldiers, political
instructors and citizens, and demonstrate the importance of the unity of the people under the
leadership of Stalin. Particular attention is paid to the heroism of the defenders of Leningrad and
the strategic achievements of the Red Army. It is concluded that the newspaper played a key role in
shaping the morale and mobilizing the population of the USSR during the Great Patriotic War.
The texts emphasize the importance of ideological work, the unity of society and the personal
responsibility of each person for the overall success in the fight against fascist aggression.

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Abstract

Frontline newspapers during the war years became an important tool for raising the morale
of soldiers at the front and shaping public opinion in general. They not only informed soldiers
about events at the front, but also provided communication with the rear, creating a sense of unity
and patriotism. This paper analyzes the materials of the frontline newspapers “For the Soviet
Motherland” and “In Battle for the Motherland” using methods of linguistic and content analysis.
The role of frontline propaganda in shaping the image of the enemy, glorifying Soviet soldiers and
emphasizing victories is discussed, which contributed to strengthening faith in victory and the
soldiers' readiness for self-sacrifice. Propaganda used emotional techniques and vivid images to
influence the soldiers' psyche, raising their morale. In conclusion, it is noted that, despite less
qualified staff and less careful editing, frontline newspapers played a significant role in the victory
over fascism, supporting Soviet power and ideology.

Abstract

This article represents the first part of a study that examines the anti-communist propaganda
in Zimbabwe-Rhodesia (1979) during the last stage of the bush war, which was intended for the
black majority of the country, as well as its multiple narratives comparing the country's future
under rebel rule and democratic forces. As research materials, the work uses the propaganda
booklet “Marxism-Socialism against real freedom”. The research methodology is represented by
both general scientific and special historical research methods. The first part of the work examines
the general historiography of the issue, the brief course of events in Rhodesia in 1979, as well as the
first part of the propaganda anti-communist narratives.

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Abstract

This article is devoted to the ten-year results of the publication activity of the military-
historical scientific journal “Propaganda in the World and Local Conflicts” (2014—2024).
The materials for this study were the works that were published in this journal in the period from
2014 to 2024. The research methodology is presented by both general scientific and special
research methods. In the article, the author analyzes in detail the thematic range of works
published by the authors, and also highlights the most popular topics in the history of propaganda.
In conclusion, the author notes that during the ten-year period of existence of the journal
“Propaganda in the World and Local Conflicts”, 110 articles were published in it on various areas of
propaganda history, including: military propaganda during the Russian Civil War (1917—-1922),
military propaganda of the First World War (1914—1918), general issues of military propaganda of
the Second World War (1939-1945), propaganda of Nazi Germany during the Second World War
(1939—-1945), history and propaganda of the Russo-Japanese War (1904—1905), propaganda
during the Soviet-Finnish War (1939—1940), propaganda in Southern Rhodesia during the bush
war (1965-1979), and others.

1. Introduction

In nowadays journal “Propaganda in the World and Local Conflicts” is an open-access
military-historical scientific publication that publishes studies devoted to various aspects of both
the history of military propaganda in general and the history of the theory and practice of
propaganda in particular.

The purpose of this work is to provide a thematic review of studies that were published in the
journal Propaganda in the World and Local Conflicts in the period from 2014 to 2024.

This article is an attempt by the author to summarize the publication activity of the journal
“Propaganda in the World and Local Conflicts” and its authors over the past 10 years (2014—2024).

2. Materials and methods

The research methodology is based on general scientific and special research methods.
General scientific research methods are represented by: analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction.
Special research methods are represented by: content analysis (to analyze the content of studies
that were published in the journal), bibliographic method (in terms of selection, classification and
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ranking of studies that were published in the journal), and narrative method (to form the narrative
line of this work).

The materials for this study were studies that were published in the journal “Propaganda in
the World and Local Conflicts” in the period from 2014 to 2024.

3. Discussion

The journal was founded in 2014 and is still being published. From 2014 to the present,
the journal is published twice a year (the first issue in June and the second issue in December)
(Figure 1).

The journal's mission is to present the results of current research on the role of propaganda
in terms of local or global military conflict. The importance is given to the history theory and
practice of propaganda activities. The special attention is paid to the advocacy in local conflicts in
distant parts of the world.

The journal’'s objective is to familiarize the scientific community with research results and their
interpretation relating to topical issues of propaganda in the context of the global or local conflict.
The Editorial Board is interested in the formation of international scientific cooperation, enhancing the
scientific ethics and publication activity of researchers in this field of scientific interests.

Over the ten-year period of its existence, the journal has repeatedly become the object of
research in works devoted to the study of the history of military propaganda. As one of the most
striking examples of such work, we can note the study of a group of authors from the Peoples'
Friendship University of Russia, which was devoted to the study of the topic of military propaganda
during the First World War on the pages of the journal (Bulgarova et al., 2022).

Thus, the journal “Propaganda in the World and Local Conflicts” plays an important role in
the study of war propaganda, the preservation of historical memory, the increasing dissemination
of knowledge about such a narrow field of historical science, and also contains a sufficiently high
research potential (Shtuts i dr., 2023) for future research.
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4. Results

The topic of history and propaganda of the Russian-Japanese War (1904—1905) was studied
by M.M. Kirilov (Kirilov, 2020) and A.M. Mamadaliev (Mamadaliev, 2020). The topic of
propaganda activities of socialists in 1905 was studied by K.V. Taran (Taran, 2015).

Various aspects of the history and propaganda topics during the World War | (1914—1918) are
presented in the works of A.A. Cherkasov (Cherkasov et al., 2016), L.G. Polyakova (Polyakova,
2016), M.V. Bratolyubova (Bratolyubova, Trut, 2017; Bratolyubova, 2017), V.A. Parkhomenko
(Parkhomenko, 2018), D.V.Levintsev (Liventsev, 2019a), M.N. Kirilov (Kirilov, 2019),
V.S. Kamensky (Kamensky, 2021) and S.N. Nikitin (Nikitin, 2022).

Various aspects of propaganda topics during the Russian Civil War (1917—-1922) are
presented in the works of A.A. Cherkasov and M. Shmigel (Cherkasov, Smigel, 2014a), D.V.
Levintsev (Liventsev, 2017), N.V. Mityukov (Mityukov, 2021), A.M. Mamadaliev (Mamadaliev,
2023), E.E. Pautova (Pautova, 2023), A.V. Zueva (Zueva, 2023), V.B. Karataev (Karataev, 2023)
and V.S. Kandakova (Kandakova, 2024).

The topic of mutual propaganda influence between North and South Korea was studied by la
Shiukashvili (Shiukashvili, 2015). The themes of various aspects of propaganda during the
Rhodesian War (1965—1979) was studied by S.N. Gonta (Gonta, 2024; Gonta, 2024a). The topic of
propaganda during the 1994 Rwandan civil war was studied by la Shiukashvili (Shiukashvili, 2014).

The topic of the political and informational component of the Chechen military conflict in the
1990s was studied by V.P. Trut (Trut, 2019). The topic of representation of Western countries in
films of the post-Soviet period (1992—2015) was studied by A. Fedorov (Fedorov, 2015). The topic
of mutual military propaganda between Armenia and Azerbaijan during the second Karabakh war

5. Conclusion

Thus, based on the conducted review study, it can be concluded that during the ten-year
period of publication of the journal under consideration (2014—2024), 110 articles on various areas
of the history of propaganda were published in the journal.

The topics covered by the authors are quite broad and include the following areas: military
propaganda during the Russian Civil War (1917—1922), military propaganda during the First World
War (1914-1918), general issues of military propaganda during the Second World War (1939—
1945), propaganda of Nazi Germany during the Second World War (1939-1945), history and
propaganda of the Russo-Japanese War (1904—1905), propaganda during the Soviet-Finnish War
(1939—-1940), propaganda in Southern Rhodesia during the Bush War (1965-1979), technical
means of propaganda, theoretical aspects of the history of propaganda, and others.
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
